Maine is home to over 90% of the remaining wild trout 

pond populations in the United States and the ponds of 

the Katahdin Iron Works & Jo Mary Forests are home 

to a fair share of these waters.  The region is remote, 

rugged and scenic, and the fishing is also outstanding.  

 

All of these ponds fish differently; some of them are 

fast and furious fishing for small brook trout while oth-

ers require countless hours of fishing to have that one 

incredible hook-up with a large fish.  The amount of 

variance in angling along with the beauty of these ponds 

is what makes pond fishing in Maine so much fun. The 

tribs between ponds can offer great fishing early in the 

year and many of the pondsô shoals are accessible if you 

prefer to wading to canoeing.  There are opportunities to 

catch trout here for anglers of all skill levels and most 

of these locations offer very light fishing pressure which 

means seeing another angler is often a rare occurrence.   

 

Package is for two people to fish a circuit of 2-5 ponds 

and/or tributaries, depending on access requirements. 

Prime fishing is in May, June or September; weekend 

reservations only.  Catch & Release practices strongly 

encouraged.  Camping arrangements are preferred since 

it maximizes our time on the water, however we also 

offer discounted lodging through Wild Woods Lodge 

(www.wildwoodsmaine.com) in Brownville, Maine.
